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5. Overview

VMA324

The VMA324 (DS18B20) digital thermometer provides 9 to 12-bit (configurable) temperature readings, which
indicate the temperature of the device.

Connect the VMA324 to your microcontroller board as follows:

The zip file includes the Dallas and OneWire
libraries. Extract this file to a dedicated location on your computer.

Start the Arduino® IDE and add both libraries to your IDE.
Now, go to Files > Examples and scroll down to DallasTemperature. Open VMA324_example (see below).
Compile and send the code to your microcontroller.
